Introduction/Overview

The Office of New Student Programs (ONSP) has created the Student Organization Grant Program in
order to provide financial assistance to clubs/organizations that are committed to assisting in the
first-year transition of new students. The grant program is a source of funding for programs/events
designed to welcome new students to the University, to assist in their transition, and contribute to
the first year experience at the University. These programs/events can range from workshops and
lectures, to experiential activities. Programs with an educational component will receive the highest
priority in the selection process.

First-Year Experience

The first year of college for new students is extremely critical. ONSP is committed to enhancing this
experience by providing programs such as Orientation, Welcome to Michigan, and the University
Mentorship program.

Funding to student clubs/organizations is provided for programs/events that occur during Welcome
to Michigan and throughout the year that are aimed at assisting new students in their transition and
adjustment to the University. These programs/events can include workshops on time and stress
management, programs aimed at addressing transition issues for students of color, and academic
assistance programs such as tutoring.
